1. Benjamin Netanyahu
a. You are the current president of Israel. You have the support of the United States politically and financially. You are a member of the conservative Likud party. You strongly defend the right of Israelis to settle in Palestinian territory and do not oppose the destruction of Palestinian homes for the creation of further Israeli settlement. You are generally opposed to the terms of a two-state solution. 
2. Recep Tayyip Erdogan
a. You are the current president of Turkey. You play a key role in the negotiation of a peace settlement between Palestinians and Israelis. You led Turkey’s push to join the European Union and increase economic ties with Western powers. You also increased economic involvement with Israel. However, you are strongly opposed to the Netanyahu government’s policies, particularly regarding settlements in Gaza. 

3. Khaled Mashal
a. You are the leader of the political arm of Hamas. Hamas has a political and a military arm based in Gaza and Qatar. The political arm controls the Gaza Strip and has imposed Islamic law in the territory. The military arm has been responsible for terrorist attacks across Israel. Hamas supports the annihilation of the state of Israel and the creation of a Palestinian state in its place. They are a branch of the International Muslim Brotherhood. 
4. Mahmoud Abbas
a. You are the President of the UN observed State of Palestine or Fatah, formerly the Palestinian Authority. You represent the more moderate arm of Palestinian nationalism and support a two state solution based on the borders of 1967. You took control of the Palestinian Authority following the death of Yassir Arafat, the father of Palestinian nationalism. Despite allegations of corruption and a general disregard for democracy within the Palestinian Authority, you represent the most reasonable negotiating partner representing Palestinian interests.  

5. John Kerry

a. You are the United States Secretary of State. Your job is to be the peacemaker and enabler.  You can offer financial or military assistance to any or all participants in order to coerce or bribe participants into cooperating. The US has always been a strong ally of Israel but can’t afford to make more enemies. 
6. Hassan Nasrallah 
a. You are the leader of the Lebanese political party, Hezbollah. Israel and a number of western governments (including the USA) consider Hezbollah a terrorist organization. Hezbollah holds a small number of seats in the Lebanese legislature. They are known for providing humanitarian aid and welfare programs to the poor in Lebanon. They are funded and supported by Syria and Iran. You support the creation of a Palestinian state but strongly oppose the settlement of Palestinians in Lebanon. 
7. Abu Bakr al-Baghdadi
a. You are the leader of the Islamic State of Iraq and the Lavant (ISIL or ISIS). You consider yourself the political and religious leader of all Muslims and seek to gain political control of the entire Lavant region which includes Palestine, Syria, Lebanon, Jordan, and Israel. Your organization has been labeled a terrorist organization by most Western powers and also faces opposition from many existing governments in the Middle East. You not only seek the destruction of Israel but also the inclusion of the current territory of Israel in a united Islamic state. 

8. Nabil Elaraby 

a. You are the leader of the Arab League. The Arab League is kind of like the United Nations for Arab states. It seeks to bring peace and cooperation between Arab states in the Middle East. The Arab League supports a peaceful solution to the Arab-Israeli conflict through a two-state solution based on 1967 borders. Western powers consider you a reasonable party with which to negotiate. Moderate Israelis also support negotiations with the Arab League.
