You will be practicing your research skills while getting to know one Early Modern European figure. Pay close attention to your figure’s ideas as well as the ideas of their “friends”. You will represent this character in a debate later in the unit. 
Your task: Choose one of the below characters to investigate. You will take on this character’s persona and create a Facebook page as if you are your character. 

Your audience is other Early Modern European figures but as this is Facebook, you can use contemporary language to communicate your ideas.

You must include:

· A picture of your character

· A cover photo that represents one of their major contributions or ideas

· 10 friends and their pictures (these must be early modern figures, use the list below as a starter)

· 3 groups – these can be invented groups that your character would actually be interested in, or they can be actual groups your character was a member of

· 3 musical interests – you must be able to defend why your character likes these groups

· 3 tv shows or movies your character would like – again base this on your character’s achievements and real life interests

· At least 10 wall posts – these can include photos but photos must have appropriate captions

· These posts must communicate your characters achievements and personality. 

· These can be communications with other characters

· One photo gallery with at least 5 pictures

· These can represent ideas or

· These can be photos of creations of your character

· They must have captions

You will be graded on Criterion A – Knowledge and Understanding as well as Criterion D – Critical Thinking (to what degree do you show an understanding of your character and how have you connected your character with other figures and ideas from the early modern era?)
